Gilles Aillaud was a painter, poet and stage designer. At his beginnings, he was one of the politically engaged artists
who used to come together at the Salon de la Jeune Peinture and who would later be collectively grouped under
the label Figuration narrative. As a way of marking the group’s rejection of the heritage of Marcel Duchamp, Aillaud
produced a collaborative work together with Arroyo and Recalcati that symbolically represented Duchamp’s death.
Throughout the 1960s and 70s however, Aillaud would primarily focus on a single theme: animals in zoos. Calling
upon surprising compositions informed by the architecture of these artificial environments that attempted to
recreate nature, his flatly painted works convey the voyeuristic fascination and feeling of unease underlying these
scenes of caged animals. “When | paint enclosed or displaced animals, | am not painting the human condition
directly. It is not Man in the form of a monkey who is in the cage, but rather Man who put the monkey in the cage.
What | am interested in is the ambiguity of this relationship and the strangeness of these places where this silent
and unpunished confinement takes place”, he said. After this period, Aillaud went on to paint the vast, bright
landscapes that he had observed during his travels to Africa or Greece, a second phase of his painting production
that opened out to nature set free.

Monographic exhibition in the context of Museum for Preventive Imagination, the three-year program
envisioned by the new Artistic Director of MACRO — Museum of Contemporary Art of Rome, Luca Lo
Pinto: a single exhibition project that will evolve organically until the end of 2023.

The artists Daniel Dewar and Grégory Gicquel first collaborated as students and have been working together
ever since. Their iconoclastic work violates the pre-established codes of sculpture and features a continuous
physical reengagement with materials and processes through a hyperawareness surrounding the craftsmanship
and tradition of the medium, which expands its reach in the process. The display of erudition and joyful anarchy
is nicely offset by the many ways in which the often used references glance back at the past, casting an ironic
shadow on the present tense in passing.

Philippe Mayaux (France, 1961) describes himself as a “fourth generation surrealist.” His oeuvre is a singular and
category-defying mix underpinned by a mosaic of historical and contemporary references (Surrealism, Dada, Pop,
Psychedelia, etc.). Since the early 1990s, Mayaux has made figurative paintings. In the tradition of Duchamp and
Picabia, his carefully fashioned pictures teem with hallucinatory scenes. Fragments of sexualised bodies, monstrous
hybrid creatures, cakes and vanitases throng his canvases, drawings and sculptures, constituting a protean and
disturbing body of work.
